No single article that | have ever written or pro-
test that | have participated in has garnered as
much attention as the “Outing Black Pastors”
campaign that | did with my colleague Keith
Boykin.

It was a simple idea hatched in a casual conver
sation of Black gay activists while in Washing-
ton D.C. Frustrated with the increasing number
of attacks on same-gender loving people by
Black pastors, we decided to take action. The
action in this case was calling out Black pas-
tors on their hypocrisy as it relates to the gay
community and their relationship to the current
Bush Administration.

The outline of the campaign was straightfor-
ward. Each day for one week Keith and | profiled
a Black pastor highlighting his relationship with
the Bush Administration, recent homophobic
gay comments, and ending with the question,
is this pastor gay? Starting with mega church
pastors Bishop Eddie Long and T.D. Jakes, we
included profiles of other prominent pastors
including Los Angeles’ Noel Jones and Bishop
Charles Blake, D.C/s Reverend Willie Wilson,
Chicago’s Reverend Gregory Daniels, New Or-
leans’ Bishop Paul Morton, Georgia’s Creflo
Dollar, and ended with a joint profile of ex-gay
gospel singer Donnie Mclurkin.

For the record, there is nothing wrong with
asking a question. My experience has shown
that the people who are the most adamant on
certain issues also tend to be dealing with their
own issues. People who are comfortable with
who they are usually don’t care as much about
what other people are doing. Which lead me to
an obvious question, are these pastor’s gay?

Remember that despite all of his racist rheto-
ric, Senator and former segregationist, the
late Strom Thurmond fathered a Black daugh-
ter to everyone’s surprise. Conservative pun-
dit and frequent Republican candidate, Alan
Keyes caused a stir during the 2004 Republi-
can convention by labeling Vice President Dick
Cheney'’s lesbian daughter a sinner and calling
homosexuality “selfish hedonism.” Alan Keyes’
daughter Maya is a lesbian.

So you see, being able to point out the hypocri-
sy that exists in our community is why we have
a democracy.

VA FLAVALIFE

To date, | have re-
ceived over 1,000
emails  regarding
this campaign and
. they still continue
to come in. While
a good number of
the responses that
| have received re-
garding this cam-
paign are positive, |
will say that | have
received many
threats against my
life for “bringing
harm to a man of
God.” And if the email wasn’t a threat against
my life | was blasted for speaking badly about
men of God, not notifying the pastors ahead of
time and put on notice that | was going to be
on a direct path to hell, as opposed to a more
scenic view.

Do | have to remind you that anyone can claim
to be a man of God? Jim Jones said he was
a man of God and because of him 913 people,
many of whom were Black are dead. President
Bush claims he is a man of God and was called
upon by God to lead this country and look at
where we are today. Reverend Craig Ward
of the Brookins African Methodist Episcopal
Church considers himself to be a man of God,
but he was still arrested in Oakland for trying to
negotiate a 20-dollar oral sex act.

So you see, claiming that you are a man or
woman of God does not automatically elevate
you to sainthood, at least not in my book.

The other issue that people took offense to was
not notifying the pastors ahead of time that
they were going to be the subjects of a vicious
attack.

Well, | don’t recall a memo ever coming across
my desk saying that this Sunday’s sermon was
going to condemn me and those like me to hell.
But | am supposed to send them advanced no-
tice on what | plan to do. Seems like a double
standard to me.

Depending on what you believe, heaven and
hell are both up for interpretation as is religion,
period.

| find it hard to believe that someone who has
never been to hell and does not know for a fact
who's in hell, knows that | am going to hell. Un-
til you can send me a link to a Mapquest with
clear directions on how to get to Lucifer’s lair, |
reserve the right to question your claim that |
am going to hell, or even heaven for that mat-
ter.

To date, the campaign never specifically “out-
ed” anyone as it pertains to his or her sexual
orientation and possible secret sex lives. How-
ever, we did expose in depth the ties that certain
Black pastors have with the Bush Administra-
tion, which is equally dangerous and harmful to
Black communities.

In order to institute change, sometimes you
have to deviate from traditional methods. That
was the case with this campaign. We pushed
the envelope and brought the discussion of
homophobia in the Black church and President
Bush's Faith Based Initiative to mainstream
Black A merica. Had we done just another ar-
ticle about yet another Black preacher spewing
hate against gays, we probably wouldn’t have
garnered as much attention as this single cam-
paign did.

In the words of the great Malcolm X, “usually
when people are sad, they don’t do anything.
They just cry over their condition. But when
they get angry, they bring about a change.”

This campaign was a way to fight back and to
challenge the validity and authority of people
using God and religion as a way to oppress a
group of people. It sent a clear message that
there are those of us in the community, gay and

non-gay that are tired of the hypocrisy and dou-
ble standards where it concerns same-gender
loving people and took this conversation out of
the Black gay community and introduced it to
mainstream Black America.

Personally, | feel that it is my right and my re-
sponsibility to get up each and every day and
fight oppression in all of its many forms, gov-
ernment, big business, and yes the church. |
feel especially duty bound to take up the issue
of homophobic Black pastors so that they can
redeem themselves before it's too late and go
to heaven with me and everyone else, includ-
ing lesbian and gays that have earned a place
up there.

Our campaign may have been the first of its
kind, but it is a part of a much larger movement
of oppressed voices beginning to speak up for
themselves. The days of silence on these issues
are long gone on the Black community.

A Gelehration of Black Gay History:

February is here and with it comes a time for
national reflection and celebration on the
countless contributions to American history
made by Blacks.

In looking back over the past year, 2005, like no
other year, was the year Black gays proclaimed
their independence and their voice in entertain-
ment, politics, sports and civil rights. While we
tend to lean towards uplifting and celebrating
the more well known Black lesbian and gay he-
roes and sheroes, | think it's of particular impor-
tance that we also take some time to reflect on
the many accomplishments made in the past
year by the Black same-gender loving commu-
nity of today that has earned not only a place in
Black American History but American gay his-
tory as well.

ENTERTAINMENT

It was a long time
in the making, but
Patrik-lan Polk fi-
nally saw the na-
tional  television
debut of his series
Noah'’s Arc in 2005.
Being the first ever
Black gay themed
series, the opening
season of Noah's
Arc was instru-
mental in breaking
down the barriers

. of color in the gay
entertainment world and has given a voice and
a face to a community that for the most part
had been invisible on television and in film.

Gearing up for its second season on the new
gay network MTV Logo, Patrik and the cast and
crew of Noah’s Arc have all earned their place in
Black gay history.

Dwight Powell has taken publishing to a new
level with the upgrading of Clikque Magazine,
now just Clik, to a full size monthly publication
that is now the drumbeat of the Black gay com-
munity. With stunning layouts, illuminating
photography and a full news and entertainment
section, Dwight and his team have given the
community its voice back after the devastating
loss of ARISE and Venus Magazines. It feels
good to get now get Click in the mail along with
my Ebony, ESSENCE, JET, Lesbian News and
Advocate Magazines.

Herndon Davis is the host and executive pro-
ducer of his own show, Herndon Davis Reports.
The only national Black gay talk show on televi-
sion, the show airsThursday nights on the Dish
Network, which reaches 17 million households.
Herndon Davis Reports did exactly that in 2005,
reported on issues important to the Black gay
community and is now gearing up for its sec-
ond season.

POLITICS

Stonewall Democrats
lack Caucus

Earlier this year, the National Stonewall Demo-
crats under the leadership of Eric Stern, intro-
duced their first ever Black Caucus! With the
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sole intention of getting more Black same-gen-
der loving persons engaged in gay politics, the
Black Caucus is sure to bring some exciting ac-
complishments to the entire gay community in
2006.

SPORTS

Sheryl Swoopes earned her place righteously
in Black gay history when she stepped out on
her own and announced that was she was a
lesbian. A leading lady in the WNBA for the
Houston Comets, Swoopes admitted publicly
that she was “tired of having to hide her feel-
ings about the person she loves” Represent-
ing for Black lesbians everywhere, Sheryl made
us all proud and proved a fact that we have
known for a long time, we're everywhere and
that includes the WNBA. Hopefully Sheryl has
opened the door and paved the way for more
lesbians in sports to feel free to come out about
their sexual orientation.

RELIGION AND CIVIL RIGHTS

Despite all of the controversy surrounding the
10th anniversary of the Million Man March or-
ganized by the Nation of Islam and the inclu-
sion of a gay speaker, one thing that cannot be
disputed is the fact that Black LGBT/SGL people
did participate in this year’s commemorative
event and at much higher levels than ten years
ago. With a personal invitation from Nation
of Islam Leader the Honorable Minister Louis
Farrakhan, history was made as thousands of
lesbians and gay descended upon the nation’s
capitol to participate in what was probably the
largest gathering of Blacks in 2005. News sto-
ries both in the Black, mainstream and gay me-
dia included the accomplishments, celebrations
and yes...the frustrations of a community that
continues to be overlooked and ignored.

When Bishop Eddie Long of New Birth Mis-
sionary Baptist Church led a march in Atlanta
focused on getting a ban on marriage rights for
same-sex couples and their families, Atlanta’s
Black gay community struck back and repre-
sented Black gays around the country in voic-
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ing their descent. So much so, that news of the
anti-gay march was made around the world and
the counter protests led by In the Life Atlanta
Black Pride and other local groups.

It seems like only yes-
terday that a group of
N BJ C concerned Black gay

activists got together

and created what is

now the only national
Black gay civil rights group in America, the Na-
tional Black Justice Coalition. Since we started
in December 2003, we've made amazing prog-
ress, including the launch of a groundbreaking
advertising campaign in African American
Newspapers calling for marriage equality, con-
vening an historic Black LGBT/SGL Leaders
Summit, and the launch of our magazine,
NYANSAPO, a quarterly publication that is the
only national Black LGBT/SGL magazine for
civil rights. As NBJC goes into 2006 with two
new board members, we are even more com-
mitted to working towards social justice on be-
half of the Black LGBT and SGL community.

There’s a saying in the Black community that
states one that cannot move forward unless
they know where they come from. In the spirit
of moving forward into 2006 and celebrating
February as Black History Month, it's important
that we as a community not only reflect on
what those before us have accomplished in our
name, but what we have accomplished in our
own names.

2005 was a very exciting year for Black gays
and indeed history was made. Going into 2006,
| am looking forward to the many accomplish-
ments that we will continue to make on behalf
of our community.

Happy Black History Month and power to the
people!
